FUNDING FOR STUDY ABROAD PROGRAMS
USING FEDERAL FINANCIAL AID
 
Reciprocal exchanges enable you to benefit from federal financial aid, because you are enrolled at OSU. It is possible to use some or all of your OSU federal financial aid award* to fund enrollment at a non-OSU (Affiliated/Approved) program provided it is ONE of the following:
1. Program through a U.S. university. For example: University of Oklahoma, University of Kansas, etc; 
2. Program through an affiliated study abroad provider. OSU is currently affiliated with the following study abroad providers:

Note: To be eligible for financial aid, students need to enroll in courses that will apply towards their degree plan at OSU, irrespective of the study abroad program. Students must also meet all other eligibility requirements, including but not limited to, Satisfactory Academic Progress, financial need, and minimum enrollment.

OSU INSTITUTIONAL OR ENROLLMENT-BASED SCHOLARSHIPS
Reciprocal exchange programs enable you to keep your OSU enrollment-based scholarships and OSU tuition-waiver scholarships. Your OSU scholarships won’t apply on Affiliated/Approved programs, therefore scholarships not dependent on resident enrollment at OSU are the best way to fund these often more expensive study abroad programs. If you have a tuition-waiver scholarship or similar OSU enrollment-based scholarship (Regents, Valedictorian, etc.), be sure to defer it so it can be used when you return. The appropriate form is available in the Scholarships Office, 213 Student Union.
OSU STUDY ABROAD SCHOLARSHIPS
Bailey Family Memorial Trust Scholarship -- Open to full-time OSU students who wish to pursue liberal arts studies at a recognized university outside of the United States.  Awards vary depending on program length and location.

· Dutreau Scholarship---for students who demonstrate outstanding academic achievement in one of the foreign languages taught by the foreign language department. Funds are used to assist with expenses for language study in a foreign country.
· Michael Yeager Award---for students who have completed at least 15 hours of French or the equivalent and have demonstrated academic excellence in that language. Award is to assist with expenses for language study of at least 6 weeks duration in a French speaking country. 

· Sigma Delta Pi Scholarship – $1,000 award for study on a specific program sponsored by the Spanish Honors Society.  Must be a member of the Spanish Honors Society.

NATIONAL STUDY ABROAD SCHOLARSHIPS

Benjamin A. Gilman Scholarship
The Gilman Scholarship Program administered by the Institute of International Education broadens the student population that studies abroad by supporting undergraduates who have been traditionally underrepresented in US study abroad and those with high financial need. Awards are up to $5,000. To be eligible, students must be receiving a Federal Pell Grant at the time of application. Summer programs are not eligible.

National Security Education Program (NSEP)– This program awards scholarships to American undergraduate and graduate students to study in foreign countries and world regions critical to U.S. national security. NSEP awards are available for a maximum of $10,000 per semester or $20,000 per academic year. The competition is merit-based. Students may apply for study in summer, fall, and spring.

Phi Kappa Phi Undergraduate Study Abroad Grant - The competition is open to qualified members and nonmembers in all fields of study. Criteria includes: 1) must be enrolled at an institution that has an active Phi Kappa Phi chapter and have a minimum academic grade point average of 3.5 on a 4.0 scale. 2) All applicants must have earned a minimum of 56 semester hours of academic credit but not more than 90 semester hours on or before April 15 3) The applicant must be accepted into a study abroad program at the time of application.

GRADUATE SCHOLARSHIPS (Beware: application process begins during undergraduate work)
Fulbright U.S. Student Program - Grants are available to U.S. graduating seniors and graduate students. It provides qualified applicants the opportunity to develop a proposal for a specific research project to be undertaken in a specific country for one year, or to teach English as a second language (English Teaching Assistantship ETA) in designated countries. Generally, successful Fulbright applicants devote several months to the development of their projects. Ideally you should identify your project and visit with an OSU Fulbright Program Advisor a year before the application deadline in October. In August and September, you will review your completed proposal and curriculum vita with the Fulbright Program Advisor. After submitting your completed application, you will be interviewed by an OSU Fulbright Screening Committee in late September. Following this interview, your application is forwarded to the national screening committee for review and selection of Fulbright Student Scholars.
